             (Each of the following questions should be answered in a complete, detailed paragraph.  Do not just

             answer each separate question within a section;  use transitions between your responses.) 

             (30 points maximum in each section)
  A. Setting:

      Describe the main setting(s) of the story.  If there are several settings, pick the TWO that you think are the 

       the most important.  What is the time period of the story?  In what place does it occur?  Is the setting 

       important to the action of the story, or could the events have occurred the same way in any other place.  

       Explain how it is important.  Does the setting help develop mood or character?  If so, how does it develop

       mood or character? 
  B. Characters:

       Describe the main character.  Once again, if there are several, pick the TWO that are the most important.

       Describe the character’s physical appearance as well as his / her personality.  Identify the protagonist and

       the antagonist.  Tell if the character is static or dynamic and how he / she changes during the story.

  C. Conflicts:
       Identify the main conflicts in the story.   Who are the people involved?  What is the end result?

   D. Theme:
        What has the author tried to tell you, the reader?  What idea(s) about life in general has the author made

        in his / her story?  Explain how you got this idea from the story.

Part II:  Plot  

     In one page, summarize the major events of the story.  In other words, tell what happened in the book, when

     it happened, and to whom it happened. Be sure to include events from the beginning, the middle, and the 

     ending.  (50 points maximum)
Part III:  Evaluation 
     Give your opinion of the book in appropriate language.  Tell what you specifically liked or didn’t like about

     the book (the language, the way the book was written, the characters, the events)?  What is its strong points

     and weaknesses.  Would you recommend it to a friend?  Why or why not?  (30 points maximum)
