      Students will develop skills in word analysis, reading comprehension, literary response and analysis, writing conventions, writing strategies, and writing applications that will help them to be more successful learners.
      To ensure that our year together is pleasant and informative, please observe the following guidelines:
Student Expectations:
1. Be in your seat when the bell rings, or you will receive an unexcused tardy. 
2. Come to class prepared to work.  Bring a pen and sharpened pencil, paper, completed

assignments, a charged computer, and a positive attitude to class.  Bring a supplemental reading book or homework to class in case you complete the day’s assignments early.  Use your time wisely.

3. Please remain quiet during lectures, class discussions in which you are not participating,

and independent seat work.

4. Keep the room, yourself, and your language clean.  

5. Speak and act politely towards others.

6. Raise your hand and be recognized before asking / answering questions or leaving your seat during class activities.

7. Please do personal activities such as combing hair, putting on makeup, going to the

bathroom, and visiting before and after class.

a. Chewing gum, eating small snack items, and drinking a beverage from a container with

    a lid are acceptable as long as

1.) you do not disturb others,

2.) the room remains clean, and

3.) general behavior shows the class deserves the privilege.

8. Please remove sunglasses and headwear while in the room.  
9. All electronic devices and accessories need to be turned off and out of sight unless their use has been approved by me.  Students using cell phones in unapproved ways will be sent to the office to drop off the phone.  A parent will be required to pick up the phone from the office.

*If you’re unsure about a behavior, this is the test:  does the behavior show RESPECT to the teacher, to myself, to my classmates, and to the classroom?  If the answer to this question is no, then don’t do it!  
FAILURE TO MEET THESE EXPECTATIONS WILL RESULT IN POINT DEDUCTIONS AND / OR A REFERRAL.
General Assignment Procedures:

1. Each regular assignment should have your name, date, and period written in the upper

right hand corner.  Assignments without this information will be thrown away.  Use the

special formats provided for writing assignments, book logs, and book reports.
2. Tests:

a. Talking during a test may result in a zero grade and a referral.

b. Unless you are absent more than one day before a scheduled test, you must take the

    test on the scheduled day.
Grading:
   1.  Quarter grades are calculated according to a point system.  Each assignment has a point

        value.  At the end of each grading period, the points are totaled and averaged based on the

        following percentage scale:

93 – 100 = A                 80 – 82 = B-               67 – 69 = D+

   2.  Each semester grade is an average of the two quarter grades.
   3.  Late assignments drop by one full grade for each day overdue.  Some specified assignments

        will not be accepted for late credit.  Mark all late assignments with the word “LATE” at the

        top of the paper.

   4.   Extra credit assignments are not given.

   5.   A book report is due at the end of each quarter.
